Writing Tools: Recommended Pens
My all-time favorite pens to use for everything are Pilot G-2 pens. However, they do have different sizes. I typically use 07 because it is the average size, but when I want to write in smaller print or with a smaller size, I use the 05. 

The best part about these pens is that they are refillable, long-lasting, and write every time! You never have to worry about them running out of ink unless it’s time to change pens or refill them!

This Pilot G-2 Premium (07) Set contains 20 ballpoint pens that are refillable and retractable. This is the average size for writing and perfect for productivity since they don’t run out of ink until they are ACTUALLY out of ink! I use them for everything! Lots of colors to choose from!

The Pilot G-2 Extra Fine Point (05) Set was not the easiest to find, but this set has a variety of colors and comes with 10 different colored pens! If you write small or want to fit more writing on your letters, this pen set is perfect for you! They aren’t too small; they’re just the right size! Enjoy!

If you love gel pens when it comes to coloring, there’s a great set I bought with 150 different colored gel pens and 150 refills, so you are never going to run out of a color! This Gel Pen Set of 150 is made by Tanmit and is perfect for art projects like this!
Writing Tools: Recommended Pencils
There will always be time for mistakes when you are writing! White-out can only get you so far, too. That’s when pencils are handy. If you tend to make a lot of errors when you write, consider using a pencil instead of a pen! Here are a couple of recommendations!

When I need to write in pencil, I use the BIC Mechanical (07) pencils. Of course, they come with erasers and are refillable for a later date and time. You can purchase a variety of colors with these pencils and don’t have to worry about sharpening them when they go dull!

My favorite colored pencil set is Thornton’s Art Supply Premium Colored Pencils with Black Canvas Case. It’s a little pricey compared to Crayola, but if you are looking for quality, this is the way to go! It has over 150 pieces with everything from neon to metallic pencils. You can’t go wrong with this one!

Consider the Crayola Twistable Coloring Pencil Set for some real fun! This set comes with 50 coloring pencils that you never have to sharpen! They’re strong, durable, safe, and non-toxic. I have quite a few sets of these, as I’ve found they are perfect for Bibles, coloring pages, and so on!
